Insurance of a Clean Report of Inspection 
(CRI) or a Discrepancy R eport of Inspection 
(DRI) shall be mandatory for all import except 
those exempted by the Honourable Minister of 
Finance, provided approval has been 
obtained before shipment of goods. 

 
P.U.B.D. must be filled in on arrival in Nigeria 
stating number of pkgs. expected, value and 
origin. 

 
Shipper must be in Nigeria before goods 
arrival date, and the goods must arrive within 
2 months of his arrival.

Used Household Goods are allowed into 
Nigeria duty free if they have been in the 
owner's possession and use for at least 6 
months and are for owner's continued use and 
not for sale. Any dutiable items such as 
Personal Computers, Electronics, Micro- Wave 
Oven, Washing Machine and Dryers, Deep 
Freezers, Fridges and any other luxurious 
items are normally assessed by the customs 
for duty payment. The rate of duty to apply and 
the duty payable are subject to valuation by the 
Valuation Department.
